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From the Pastor’s Desk:

“It’s Time to Move Forward”

“Teach those who are rich in this world not to be proud and not to trust in their money, which is
so unreliable. Their trust should be in God, who richly gives us all we need for our enjoyment.
Tell them to use their money to do good. They should be rich in good works and
generous to those in need, always being ready to share with others.
By doing this they will be storing up their treasure as a good foundation
for the future so that they may experience life that is truly life.”
1 Timothy 6:17-19

If you have not heard, God is speaking. Of course, God is always speaking. But right now, I believe
God is clearly speaking and leading us to the future...HIS future. For years, we have been praying for God to
give us vision and clarity of direction. And now He has done so. Now the question is, “Are we willing to join
Him and obediently respond?” For the past several years, it has not always been easy to
wait for God to speak and give direction. But now it is time to “get on board.”

So what am I specifically talking about? It is about the movement of God calling
us to pursue additional pastoral staff. We have spoken of this for some time. I mentioned
in my Annual Reports for the past three years. So now is the time to not just talk about
additional staff, but to actually pursue it.

The first step is in calling Rev. Ken Armentrout to a part-time position for the 2011-12 school year.
To read more about this, please see Chairperson Frank MacLean’s article in this Cornerstone. This was not
something that we pursued or created, but something which God placed in our lap. I believe timing is a huge
part of discerning God’s leading and this was definitely His timing. We could not have made this happen if we
tried. I pray that our whole faith community will hear the story and affirm God’s gift.

The second step will be the hiring of a full-time pastoral staff member when Pastor Armentrout’s
ministry is completed with us. This means during the next twelve to eighteen months, we will need to discern
God’s job description for this pastoral staff person, obey God’s call to financially support this additional staff
member, listen to God’s leading to form a Pastoral Search Committee, and seek God’s person for this ministry
position. I hope you noticed...it is all about God. Not about what each one of us thinks or wants. It is about
joining God in what He is doing and what He wants to do in the future.

Probably most of us will get real excited about the idea of additional pastoral staff. We will start dream-
ing about more effective ministries, new ministries; about reaching people for Jesus Christ, and about people
becoming more mature disciples of Jesus. Maybe we will even think about how it will meet “my” personal
need. By the way, we need to be careful with this one because it is about what God wants to do...not what
“I want.” And it is hard discern God’s voice when one is focused on what “I want.”

It is an exciting possibility. This brings me to the text in / Timothy 6:17-19 (see above). God will speak
and lead. But somewhere in the process of us joining God in what He is doing, He calls us to

2 respond in obedience. It is not just about “going along for the ride with God.” It is about
r P ‘4,,\;/;‘:\,"\“/_‘ ® obeying Him so that we can experience God’s mission to its fullest.

life around God!”

This will be the call of God. God is calling us to move forward and join Him in this mission. He would
not call us to do this is if there were not enough resources. God has provided us with enough resources but we
have to trust Him enough to let go of those resources and give them to Him. This will take courage, faith, and
sacrifice. But it will be fun, exciting, and faith-growing to join God in what He is doing in the world.

SPECIAL CONGREGATIONAL MEEETING CALLED
SUNDAY, JUNE 12™

The Leadership Team has called for a Special Congregational Meeting in
the Sanctuary on Sunday, June 12, 2011, immediately following our 11:00 a.m.
worship, at which we will bring a motion to hire Rev. Ken Armentrout for a part-
time staff position. The position would be for ten (10) hours per week, for an elev-
en (11) month term (September 1, 2011 through July 31, 2012). Compensation
would be either:

(a) One thousand ($1,000.00/month) dollars per month, plus Church housing; or

(b) One thousand four hundred ($1,400.00/month) dollars per month, to be
apportioned between salary and housing/living costs, in a manner to be mutually
determined in conjunction with Rev. Armentrout (calling him “Ken” from now on).

When the “salary” amount is finally determined, the Church would also be
paying FICA, Social Security, and Worker’s Compensation costs in addition to, and based upon, the salary
amount. The costs incurred through hiring Ken could be paid from the recent Phyllis Anderson Estate gift, if
so approved by the congregation, and not otherwise covered by our giving.

Ken grew up in Ohio and is a graduate of Asbury Theological Seminary. He first served as a College
Minister in the Presbyterian Church, then as an associate pastor in the United Methodist Church. He is
currently in the process of becoming licensed in the Evangelical Covenant Church (that’s us), and is serving as
the Associate Pastor to Youth at Redeemer Covenant Church in Carrollton, Texas.

Ken has been accepted to attend Gordon Conwell Theological Seminary on Massachusetts’ North
Shore in September 2011, where he will be working toward his 7h.M. in Christian Thought. For the school
year, he will be taking classes three days per week. He was hoping to connect with a Covenant Church in the
area during that time, where he could continue to learn about the Covenant family, use his ministerial gifts,
and help support his education. We believe that all the Covenant Churches in our area received this infor-
mation, together with a resume and references. Upon consideration, the Leadership Team authorized Pastor
Olson to begin a dialogue with Ken.

The dialogue went so well over the past few months that the Pastor spoke with several references
(current Pastor, Conference Superintendent, and other such mucky-mucks), all of whom enthusiastically
endorsed Ken and his gifts. The Leadership Team concluded its background work with about 40 minutes of
face-to-computer screen-to face conversation (“Skype”) on May 10™, and is unanimous in support of this op-
portunity.

We have asked Ken to coordinate and facilitate “small group” ministries within our Church family.
For many years, the Church has discussed a desire for small groups, but has never had anyone able to commit
the time and resources to developing and leading this ministry.

We also need to be realistic about the potential uses for a short-term, part-time position. Small groups
are by their nature dependent upon the commitment of the members for survival. So, with Ken’s help, we can
hopefully establish viable methods, leaders and groups which will sustain themselves when he leaves us to
take his next ministry position. At this time, Ken feels led to the teaching side of ministry after completion of
his degree.

Ken recognized that if he wanted to “connect” with a Covenant congregation in his limited time, the
best method would be to actually live with people from the Church. It would be the fastest way to assimilate
into his new Church family and be able to provide more knowledgeable direction in establishing small groups.
In addition, as you all know, housing is quite expensive in the northeastern U.S. “Church housing” would
provide immense financial assistance both to the Church’s budget and Ken’s budget. It would be an incredible
gift to God’s work.

An offer of “Church housing” could be as complete as an in-law apartment, or as simple as a spare
bedroom. However, use of a “spare bedroom” would necessarily include use of the home appliances (to be
able to store food and make meals), and use of “public rooms” (family/living/dining/bath rooms) and entries.
There is one immovable requirement. Although Ken is single, he does come with a “companion” — a black
Labrador retriever. Housing needs to be friendly toward his four-legged friend.

At the conclusion of our Annual Meeting on April 10" this year, the Leadership Team was asked to
seriously examine whether to hire a youth/young adult leader to our staff, and pay a portion of the cost from
the Roy Rathbun Estate monies. At that time, Leadership had already been in contact with Ken for several
weeks regarding his potential ministry at our Church. Ken was a very short-term opportunity, but one that
seemed to have been placed by God directly before us, which became more in conjunction with His will as
each week passed. The discussion about long-term staffing needs, including youth/young adult, will continue
in earnest over the next several months, whether or not Ken is called by the congregation to serve here.

IF YOU FEEL LED TO DISCUSS HOUSING, PLEASE SPEAK TO PASTOR OLSON OR
MYSELF AT YOUR EARLIEST CONVENIENCE. We don’t know how this is going to be resolved —
we are merely confident that God will work through His people to provide a way.

CEMICA MINISTRY

I have been preparing someone to lead
CEMICA in Congo by 2013. Meanwhile, Rev. Mokuba, the potential candidate I have been train-
ing since June 2000 (!), is serving as my assistant and interim when [ travel. In 2007, he became
the provincial pastor of CEMICA in Equateur.

MY OWN MINISTRY

Upon completing my doctoral studies in 2009, I have been seeing my role in two ways: Serving as
International Director of CEMICA, and as Mission teacher for more people (not only for CEMICA). The key
idea is to use my remaining time to leave a legacy on mission in African context. Life expectancy in Congo is
45-46 years. [ am 48 this year!

We have been praying for that to happen in God's timing. During my teaching trip in Burundi at
International Leadership University (www.iluburundi.org), I was asked to set up a Department of Missiology
for that University by January 2012 ... The Department will serve as School of World Mission for several Fran-
cophone Africa countries such as DR Congo, Burundi, Rwanda, Congo-Brazzaville, etc. We expect 25 students
from different denominations and nations. I have to move with my family from Kinshasa to Bujumbura (the
capital city of Burundi) by September 15, 2011... For me, that is an opportunity to leave a legacy on mission in
African context to a larger arena. We humbly accepted the offer while trusting God's work.

Hi beautiful people who love us!

Thank you for your wonderful support for us! It is days like these (it was a tough day) that I appreci-
ate you even more. We cannot tell you how thankful we are for your prayers and encouragement.

Yesterday at the start of homeschooling with Josiah, Gracie, and Ellanora, we heard someone throwing
rocks at our gate. Kids are on holiday now, and it has been a struggle to keep them from climbing our gate
and walls. The previous day some boys told me, "That boy soo-soo'd (urinated) on your gate!" as I questioned
the puddle. So my mind went to these bored boys. Then the sound escalated, and Daniel and I knew these
were now bricks being thrown. Aye!!! These are situations you never want to be in.

As Daniel rushed out to confront the situation, I knew we needed to pray. We all got down on our
knees as I remembered God says to love our enemies and pray for those who persecute you! Right after we
finished praying for peace, Daniel came and announced that a group of 30 people just killed a spitting cobra
outside our gate. Nice. To top it off, a furry mouse ran across our room, which led to another round of
adrenaline and squeals.

We are struggling with some sickness, sleep deprivation, power off/on, water off/on, frequent visitors
and constant interruptions to any routine we try, deadlines hitting, and today was the day it hit me:

"I can't handle this anymore!" There are so many unknowns and today was the first day where I actually said,
"Yeah, let's get the generator. Let's get the barb-wire for the wall."
It is so stressful some days.

The good news is, our kids are incredibly happy! We are experimenting with
building friendships with boys Josiah's age. It has been stressful (they are climbing up 15'
trees, breaking bicycles and toys, walking into rooms they shouldn't be in, not understand-
ing a word we speak) but also humorous (today one boy soo-soo'd on the lawn and mar-
veled at Josiah's noisy helicopter, amazed at the thing!) It is always fun to have these kids
at our table and to see them inhale the food with grins on their faces.

Please keep us in prayer this week!

*Good Ugandan friends for both Jo and Ella

*Balance of ministry/homeschool/family/ and time to relax!

We can't wait to seek God's heart and movement for orphans here in Soroti and beyond!
