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From the Pastor’s Desk:

“Growing in Your Relationship with Christ”

“You must grow in the grace and knowledge of our Lord and Savior Jesus Christ.”
2 Peter 3:18

The call of God on my life and my heart’s passion is to encourage you to be faithfully growing in your
relationship with Christ. This Scripture from 2 Peter 3:18 makes it clear that we are not to stay static in our
faith journey. Therefore, God wants you to grow (actually the text states it stronger, “you
must”’) in the grace and knowledge of our Lord Jesus Christ. Every believer needs to be in a
consistent environment of studying God’s Word and applying it to life within the community
of believers. Yes, we need to be reading God’s Word and praying in our private lives but that
is not enough. We need to read and pray together! We do some of this in worship but not to
the depth that God calls us.

Therefore, at Community Covenant Church, the time and place that we do this is Sun-
day School. Don’t get hung up on the name Sunday School. Call it whatever you like. The
important thing is what happens at 9:45 a.m. on Sunday mornings. It is at 9:45 that we gather
to “grow in grace and knowledge.” It is here that we can truly dig deeper into applying
God’s Word to our lives.

On September 11, we begin our new “school year” at Community Covenant Church.
As your pastor (“shepherd”), I would like to personally encourage you to join one of these
classes for the next fourteen Sundays. I do believe that you need to be here for your spiritual
growth. Pick a class; either one will challenge and encourage you. Otherwise, where are you gathering with
other Christ followers to read the Word of God and pray together on a consistent basis?

The gifts God
gives the church are named in Romans 12:6-8, 1 Corinthians 12:28-30 and Ephesians 4:11-12. Some
people have one or two types of gifts that are highly developed; others may have a combination of many
spiritual gifts.

2. Vision - The second ingredient of an effective team is a good clear vision. The Holy Spirit can use a
compelling vision for ministry to bring gifted people together and show them how to use their unique gifts
and energies so that the vision can become a reality.
